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$1.5 million addition increases capacity

The two-story, 7,400 square foot addition to the Jim D. Mortis campus expands
our ability to provide training and continuing education for children and adults.

The first phase should be ready for occupancy by the end of the year. Then the

remodeling of cutrent office space into training facilities begins.

When fully completed, the new addition also will house a counseling and a
family support center, including a specialty resource library and Internet access.

A training kitchen, funded in part by the Darr Family Foundation, will allow
classes in meal planning and preparation for The Arc clients.

The addition is of brick and adjoins the current Timothy Grant Newport
Activity Center. Renovation of current office space there will increase efficiency
and our training and education facilities. The recreation/therapy center will retain
its full size gym and aquatic center.

Architectural and engineering services are under the direction of Windsor Warren.
RC Kramer is the contractor.

As we face the cool breezes of fall, we remember the warmth of summer and how the Education and Recreation department
made sure that it took full advantage of the warmer weather when neatly 60 individuals attended the summer camps. Each
week camp attendees participated in field trips and crafts which mirrored that week’s theme.

During Stars & Stripes Week, participants were encouraged to find different ways they could help each other and the
community. Rock Star Week helped participants learn about different types of communications and improve their
communication and social skills. A Disney themed week involved regular discussions regarding positive self-esteem and ways
to improve our self-esteem and that of our friends.

It’s not too late to get a tax credit for your donation

YOP 50 percent tax credits remain available through December 31, 2010. However, our goal is to complete the sale of these
tax credits by the end of this year. This allows The Arc to apply for more NAP and YOP tax credits in the coming year.

Tax credits, normally in $1000 increments, allow the donor to take the normal charitable deduction on the federal return,
which then flows through to the state, allowing the normal deduction, plus granting 50 percent of the original gift as a tax
credit.

Tax credits have been invaluable in completing the current construction phase and will be needed as we begin to raise funds
for the completion of the second floor of the new addition. Currently that area remains unfinished, pending additional fund-
ing.

Regardless of your use of tax credits, any donation you make to The Arc is tax deductible and if done by Dec. 31, 2009 can
apply to your 2009 tax return.

Last spring, the MO Planning Council RFI awarded a $75,000 grant over two years to be used by The Arc to increase
employment options for the individuals receiving services. During these two years, The Arc will explore transitioning the
Community Connections Day Program to competitive, community-based employment.

The Arc will be looking to assist current work crew members in the Employment Solutions program to move into
competitive employment. Loti Pace, director of Employment Solutions and Paula Gronniger, director of Community
Connections will oversee this new direction for the agency.

“As part of this process, The Arc has hired Organizational Change Consultants, which has helped organizations make this
change since 1990,” says Lori, “so they have a lot of experience and expertise to bring to the table.” The consultants already
have met with individuals receiving services, parents/guardians, funding sources, staff and community members.

The entrepreneurial spirit already is alive and well at The Arc, as Paula and the clients and staff in the day programs have
created a cottage industry. They produce dog and cat treats, decorative soaps and incense for sale to the public.

John H. Foley, president/CEO says, “This is a fundamental change for The Arc. Clients who
come to us will have a job relevant to their abilities.”
